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ELIGIBILITY AND INSTRUCTIONS FOR GRANT APPLICATION

THE GRANT CYCLE:

Thanks to a major gift from Dr. William Lofty, the Belpre Area Community Development Foundation (BACDF) established an annual grant cycle.  Grant applications must be received by May 31st of each year and are reviewed by the Grant Committee.  With BACDF Board approval, grants awarded are made public.  The annual grant schedule will be published annually by July 31st and monies will be dispersed after August 15th.
ELIGIBILITY:

Requests must align with at least one following guidelines:

1. Enhance our community in ways that impact a significant number of people;

2. Address high priority local needs for community development;

3. Benefit a significant part of the community through existing or new initiatives that are not duplicative;

4. Link community initiatives across organizations; and

5. Enhance excellence in the arts and other forms of creative endeavors.

Requirements:
1. Must be a 501(c)(3) organization;

2. The organization must be within City of Belpre (or the project must be in the City of Belpre), or in the following townships: Barlow, Belpre, Decatur, Dunham, Fairfield, Palmer, Wesley, and Warren;

3. The BACDF Application must be used;

4. All information on the BACDF Application must be included or attached;

Generally, grants are not made for the following:
1. Routine operating expenses for ongoing programs; Existing Obligations; Debts or Liabilities;

2. Annual Campaigns; Endowments; Religious or Political Purposes; Lobbying Activities;

3. Individual Initiatives; and

4. Travel/participation in meetings, conferences, seminars, study exchange programs.
